is available at no extra cost. This world-class facility 
offers an unobstructed view of the parade that is 
second to none. The BMO Field is handicapped 
accessible and has convenient washroom facilities 
inside the facility. 
 
There are also some other great advantages to 
watching the parade from inside the BMO Field. You 
will receive a free program that will be a wonderful 
souvenir of this year’s parade. This is the location of 
the saluting dais and the many bands will be playing 
as they enter the facility and as they march past. Our 
announcer will provide information about each 
contingent.  
 
Immediately after the parade ends a wonderful 
massed band display will take place inside the BMO 
Field.  
 

We hope you will join us this year for what promises to 
be a tremendous celebration of Canada’s incredible 
military heritage and to collectively pay tribute to our 
Veterans and our Military, those who will be with us 
that day, and the many who are in our hearts and 
memories. A number of currently serving members of
