10:30 AM   Parade begins with the entrance of the Governor General’s 
Horse Guards Cavalry, Toronto Police Service Mounted Unit, followed 
by this year’s Honourary Parade Marshals, Maj. Jim Parks, CD, WWII 
D-Day Veteran and Trooper Ed Stafford, Italian Campaign.  

    
Where:  The Canadian National Exhibition / Princes’ Gates - Parade will march  
  through the historic Princes’ Gates and along Princes’ Boulevard and  
  make its way through the CNE grounds. The Saluting Dais will be  
  located on the north side of Princes Blvd., just west of the Princes’ Gates.
