The 104th Anniversary Warriors’ Day Parade will take place on Saturday, August 16th, 2025, 10:30am 
at the Canadian National Exhibition, Toronto.

Place through the historic Princes’ Gates and along Princes’ Boulevard to the sounds of military 
bands, pipes and drums, and cheering crowds.  
 
Established in 1921, The Warriors’ Day Parade is the longest-running Veteran’s parade in the free 
world and offers a unique opportunity to honour and pay tribute to our Veterans and the men and 
women of the Canadian Armed Forces and our first responders. It is also an important day on which 
we remember those brave men and women who gave their lives in the defence of Canada and its 
allies.  
 
This year, the parade theme is “In Commemoration of the 80th Anniversary of the end of WWII and 
the Liberation of the Netherlands.”

Blvd. opposite the saluting dais, offering the public an up-close viewing experience as the parade 
marches past.
